Please indicate your wish to attend camp to help with supervision and /or availability to help with transport out to camp and/or back from camp. Please fill this in.
Camp Fees: We have finalised our budget and the fee for students will be $65.00 each. There will be a ten dollar fee only for adults staying the night per night. We would like all fees in by the Wednesday the week before camp. Speak to Merryl, Ryan, or Kim if you have any concerns regarding fees. Please note in the event your child is unable to attend (due to ill health etc) we will only be able to return the accommodation portion of the camp fee.

Gear List: Please refer to the two gear lists early on to start to ensure appropriate gear is available for camp. Ensure all the gear on the tramp list is included.

Camp/Te Rangatahi and Learning Information Evening: This will be held in room 11 on Thursday 09 February at 7.30 – 8.30.  This information evening will be combined with camp information and will explain what happens on camp and how it all is organised. THE FIRST TWENTY MINUTES OR SO WILL BE AROUND OUR CAMP. We will have a few photos to show you the facilities. 
Lollies: Children may bring a sensible selection of lollies to share at camp.  Please ensure that this is monitored so it does not become a problem. 

Medicines: need to be in a named safe storage container very clearly labeled with the instructions for administration included. This needs to be handed to the class teacher before leaving for camp who will then give it to the adult in charge of administering medication. The adult in charge of this records all medication when administered. The road to Konini is windy and if your child is prone to carsickness you may like to consider travel medication. A reminder to adults taking cars, travel sickness medication can only be given to students with their parent’s permission. 

Tenting: We have been given special permission to have some children/adults sleeping in tents next to the lodge. This will add another adventure component to our camp. This will ensure we do not go over the 38 people allowed to sleep within the lodge due to safety regulations.

We will be looking for a parent intending to stay fulltime on camp to oversee the preparation/roster of meals/food on camp – Mrs Cribb will be the overall coordinator of camp food– please contact your child’s class teacher if you think you can help with this.

Please note while we absolutely appreciate those parents who can stay the night with us on camp, Konini Lodge does have a limit on the number of people who can stay per night. We hope we can accommodate all parents who wish to stay the night. Should we be over the number allowed we will contact you to discuss options.
