Welcome back to term 2! I cannot believe it’s week 3 already. It’s been great catching up with everyone after the holidays and the children have all settled back into our classroom routines well over the last few weeks.

Maths

We have been learning about shapes, direction and symmetry for the past two weeks. You may like to revise some 2D and 3D shapes at home and when you’re out and about. From week 3-11 we will focus on number strategies (addition, subtraction, multiplication & division) and daily number knowledge. I have included a check list in children’s notebooks that has number knowledge to work on.
Writing

What amazing writers we have in Room 4! Ask your child about when they need to use full stops, capital letters, commas, speech marks and other punctuation. We are learning about using descriptive language in our writing at the moment such as similes, (the sun is like a ball of fire).

Reading

Children should be bringing a reader home from Monday – Thursday. I am impressed with the positive attitudes towards reading in Room 4 and the children are developing fantastic reading skills. Keep working with your child to develop their skills in making predictions, questioning, skimming and scanning for specific words or information and summarizing a text.

Spelling

This term in spelling the emphasis will be on basic sight words for some children and for others the focus will be word families (-ight: bright, might, right) and blends.

P.E.

This term the main focus will be on fair play. We will be learning some fun new games and putting fair play skills into place!

Inquiry

We will be finishing our kaimoana inquiry within the next few weeks. I am impressed with the skills children have gained during this topic such as questioning, problem solving, emailing and being able to look up information. Ask your child about the action we have taken to ensure we have fish for the future. Our next topic will be a technology unit focusing on the effect of pests, humans etc on our land and how we can look after and protect our natural resources. We will be using our Frankley Bush and local areas to help us with our learning. Our goal is to learn and revise important skills to help us become innovative thinkers and take action.
